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A vision:

I saw a small light. It could have been a single candle flame or a small oil lamp. There were
several people around it and it was pitch black all around. I knew it belonged to one person.
It was their light and they were holding it. Then I saw there were several other similar lights
off in different directions. 

  – At first when I saw the flame and the size of it I thought, That’s not going to do very
much. But in darkness like this it shone for miles and people came, not because of its size,
but because it was light.
